it goes entirely to fast, but I can not check its

onward flight, I must be satisfied ---

India, Perry & the little boys were here and

spent the day, all had nice time together –

India brought some mutton to fry for dinner, 

it was very good,

I had a letter from cousin Rate Stout quite

recently, was pleased to hear from them.

Jan 2d

I done washing all myself, and I enjoyed it, Rachel

wont let me help her, but she was gone and I had

things my own way, little Sam staid with us for

company, he went home Friday evening, John was

here part of the time, Ira & I went to Whitcomb

Friday evening, 4th I called to see Aunt Anna &

Matt Jaques, pleasant time,

Ellen Smolley is staying at Aunts now, Harveys

butchered this week we got some fresh meat

of them.

Ira Wamsley and Wade Templeton were at Matts

to spend the evening, Tine Jaques came home from

her school while we were there, she likes teaching

very well, we are having delightful weather now,

the roads are just splendid and such lovely moonlight
nights as we are having now, a nice time to visit.

Sat Jan 5th
Ira & Perry went to Brookville in afternoon, I was
kept very busy at my work all day.

Sunday Jan 6th

Ira & I attended church at Big Cedar. Rev Howard

preached, but few persons out, went to see Ira

Updikes and took dinner, had very pleasant time,

they are clever nice people, I always enjoy going

there.

Monday Jan 7th
Ira took me down to Indias to spend the day, and
he helped Mr Hyde butcher, India brought me home

in evening, had very nice visit, Rachel staid home

alone.

Wednesday 9th
I went down to Aunt Annas and spent the day, she

has been very sick for a few days, has had the

Dr, also called to see Matt a while.

Ira came after me in evening, road are all muddy

now, it goes tough after having nice roads

for so long, but we cant complain, I scarcely ever

knew such nice roads up to this time of Winter,

had letter from Sister Mary this week, also one

from brother John recently, 

Thursday 10th
Nelson here, bought three calve of Ira, which he

had got of Ira Updike, Friday Morning very stormy

bad day, Perry & Ira took calves down to Nelsons,

India here a while in evening, came for the

children.

Sat 12th
Ira went to Brookville in afternoon, rather 

disagreeable day, Perry & Sam here and ground

feed.

Sunday Jan 13th
Very lovely day, Rachel & I staid at home all day,

had pleasant time reading & writing & talking and

so on &c

Nelson & Lizzie were visiting at Indias, they 

wanted us to come down to, but I felt like I

wanted to stay at home.

Jan Monday 14th
Ira & I went down to Whitcomb in after noon,

I done some trading at store and called to see

Aunt Anna and Matt.  Aunt is some better, sent

for the Farmers Guide, also wrote letter to sister

Mary.

The roads are muddy now, but it is nice over head,

protracted meeting in in progress at Whitcomb,

at the M. E. Church, Ira attends part of the time.

Tuesday 15th
I am making myself a new brown dress skirt, very

pretty days, little Sam here and staid all night, 

India & Lee Jaques went to lodge at Mixersville,

I think they are quite brave to go alone.

Wednes 16th
Very pretty bright day, cool and mild.

Mr Layman moved out of the neighborhood

to day, Ira went down to Perrys in after noon

and they both went to Whitcomb, and made a

final settlement with Uncle Harveys folks, of

father Stouts estate_ _ _ _

Thursday 17th Jan

Ira & Perry went to Brook, on business, I went

with him as far as Mrs Gilbreths, staid there until

past noon then I walked over to Perrys and spent

remainder of day with India, had nice time all

around, Ira came past after me in evening. not

very pleasant day, cool wind, Mrs Gilbreth is
very poorly, I fear she will never be any better,

Mary Jane was almost sick with a cold, they

seemed glad to have me call.

Sat Jan 19th
We attended a silver wedding at Mr Charlie

Barbours, pleasant Winter day, Rachel & I went

with India & Perry in their carriage, the little boys

staid with Ira, he had a very severe cold, did not

feel like going, quite a company there, sixty three

ate dinner every thing passed off pleasantly, all

seemed to enjoy it. I gave a little present of a

nice pair of linen towels, they got several presents,

I think they are good nice people.

Sunday Jan 20th
Very beautiful day, we spent the day at home, had 

a tramp to call wanted something to eat, said he had

no money; was going back to Soldiers Home at Dayton 
I gave him some dinner which he ate with a relish,

he seemed like rather an intelligent man, said he was

in the army four years, was a painter and paper hanger

by trade, I do not know that he was telling me the 

truth, but if he lied the sin was his own, I done what

I felt to be my duty, it seems like I never can turn 

anyone away from my door that asks for something

to eat, these words come to, me, “Inasmuch as ye 
have done it unto one of the least of these ye have

done it unto me,” we are all Gods children, the rich

and the poor, the high and the low, Ira went to see

his girl in the evening. Rachel & I staid alone, after

he had been gone awhile and it was dark, we heard

a pig squealing, Rachel ran to see what was the

matter and found it fast under the corn stable door,

I got there as soon as I could, and we had quite a 

time getting it out, but it was able to run.

Tueday Jan 22

We butchered three hogs, one was Perrys,

India was here and spent the day, got along

nicely with the work, tolerably fair day. 

My cousin Caleb Nutt came just when we
were eating dinner, he had been down in the

neighborhood on business, I was glad to have

him come, we had a pleasant talk with each 

other.

Sat 26th
Rather a pleasant day, Rachel & I went to Mrs
Hydes to see little Mary who is very sick. Dr

Buckingham there, I looked for Perrys up here

but they failed to come, I wrote a letter to cousin

Matt B. in evening, turned colder, very 

unpleasant.

Monday 28th
Rachel washed in morning, and I went up to see little

Mary she is some better, I made her a rag doll, we

went to see Mr Hetrick and spent the evening, very

good time, most all had colds.

Tuesday

Ira went to Brook in after noon, Lee Jaques came

home with him and they went to lodge at Mixers-

ville. She came back here staid all night.  I 

enjoyed her comeing very much, it turned out
to be a very stormy bad night. snowed considerably,
Wednes morning Ira took Lee home in sleigh.
Thursday Morning Jan 31st
We heard early in the morning of the death of

Pearl Shaffer. I feel so sorry to hear of her death,

she has been sick for some time, I did so wish

she would get well, She died Tuesday night at

29th of June.

Friday Feb 1st 1901

We all attended the funeral of Pearl, big crowd

there, service held at the Springfield M. E.

Church, where she was a member, conducted

by Rev Sterret, very nice service. There were so

many young people there, she seemed to be a

general favorite with the young people, she was

a lovely girl and looked beautiful in death, they

had her laid away so nice, I pity the family very

much, how they will miss her.

Sat Feb 2d

I am not feeling a bit too well today rather cold
and disagreeable, snow on the ground, Ira has
been sleigh riding some, (Sunday Morning 3d

very unpleasant, moved through the night.

Brother George came over early in the morning

to tell us of Uncle Samuel Bradys death, he died
Friday evening Feb 1st, at 4 P. M., he was in his

89th year, Uncle was a good old man, one whom

I loved and respected. I feel sad to think he is

dead, he is the last one of the family,

Sunday was a very gloomy day, it rained the 

blessed day, and was so dark and foggy, I
am feeling quite poorly at this time.

Monday Feb 4th
Very icy morning, Ira did not want to start to

funeral, I was not able to go, I felt so sorry that

I could not go.

Tuesday Feb 5th
Ira went to Brook got all of his upper teeth pulled,
he expects to have a temporary set put in soon.

Wednes 6th
We attended the farmers meetings at Brook, 
Perry & India went both days.

Thursday 7th
Rachel went to Mrs Miners and spent the day, 

her sister Mrs Hornig and children were also

there, Rachel went by her self, drove ???,

I am feeling much better at this time, the roads

are still icy, not much travel now, wish there would

come more snow, and it would be splendid for

sleighing. I have written several letters in the last

five days.

Sunday Feb 10th
Cloudy and dull, very icy, Ira went over to see
George Brady early in the morning, he fell on the

ice and hurt his back, I spent the day at home 

India and Sam came up a while in morning, 

India has a very severe cold, first heard to day

that sister Lizzie is sick.

Monday 11th
Ira and I went to see Lizzie in after noon, found her
some better, but still ??? poorly, Perry was also 

there, rather unpleasant day, snowed some.

Wednes Feb 13th 1901
Ira went to Brookville, he is getting his new teeth

made, Rachel and I went with him as far as 
Whitcomb, she visited Aunt Anna, and I visited with

Matts folks, had pleasant visit, very nice Winter

day, Mt Thomas Haly had a sale to day quite a

crown there, they are going to move to Mt Carmel

on a farm he bought. I hate to see them move

away, out of the neighborhood, it is icy now the 

school children at Beech Grove, have lots of fun 

coasting down the hill, we can hear them laughing

and shouting it seems to be great fun for them.

Thursday night 14th
Rachel went to lodge at Whitcomb with Mary Miner,

Arthur Spaney died last night, will be buried at 

Franklin Cemetery, little Sam here and staid all

night, I enjoy helping him to get his lesson, he

likes his school pretty well, I received a letter from

Nettie Lefler.

Friday 15th
Ira went to Brook, got his new teeth, they look nice,

Mr Case did the work, Ira bought fifteen pigs of a

man below Brookville, paid two dollars a head for

them.

Sat 16th
Perry and the two boys here and ground corn, Ira
went after his pigs, Rachel not very well this morning,

cloudy and dull, looks like rain. Zerley Brady here

a little while in morning, he grows  so fast, will 

soon be a man.

Sunday Feb 17th
All went to church at Cedar.

Rev Howard preached, but few there, rather a

disagreeable morning, good meeting –

In after noon Rachel and I went down to Perrys,

India not feeling very well, Ira went to see his girl

in evening, and Perry came up and took Rachel

and I to church. I thought it was very kind and good

in himself to do so, the roads are getting quite 

muddy now, the snow is almost gone.

Ira Updike was bad sick this morning, none of

them at church.

Tuesday 19th
India came up and took me down to see Aunt 
Lizzie, she is much better now, thinks she will

soon be well again, it is turning colder, high

wind with some snow, rather unpleasant

evening.

Wednes Morning 20th
Ira Stout went over to see Ira Updike, found him
some better, Rachel & I put a woolen quilt in the

frames and got a good beginning, made on the

quilting, there are so many people moveing now

days, our neighbor Mr Luce moved away from the

McNutt farm this week, and Mr Miner Lees moved

there, we are having pretty cold weather now.

Thursday Morning 21st
Lovely Winter day, I called to see Mrs Hydes 

little girl, she got scalded with hot tea about two

weeks ago, has a very sore leg,

John & Same here to stay all night.

Friday 22nd
India & Perry here to spend the day, had nice time,

India helped us quilt we finished it in after noon,

it is nice.

Sat 23d
The weather is still cold, Ira went to Brookville to day,

Mrs Samuels here a while in after noon, had nice 
time.

Mrs. Gilbreth is still very poorly, she can not walk or

help her self but any little, I feel sorry for her, she

suffers so.

Sunday 24th
Very Stormy, cold, bad day, we expected to attend

church to day at Cedar, but thought it was to bad to

turn out, I felt disappointed, Mr Hackleman was to

be there; I like to hear him preach, and pray, and

sing, Ira was there to the evening service, had 

good meeting, right pleasant evening.

Monday 25th
Rachel washed in morning, In after noon India 

came up with old Pease and Rachel and I went

to see Mrs George Shaffer, and India called to

see Mrs Hyde & Matt Smith, we had very 

pleasant time, found Mrs Shaffer sick with 

lagrippe, but she was getting better.

Sunday 26th
Ira went to Brook in morning, to get repairs for

corn grinder, he heard that Edith Barbour had a

runaway and was very badly hurt, they took her 

in an unconscious condition, how very sad it is

to meet with such an accident, I do hope she 

will recover –

John & Sam here to stay all night, Perry & 

India went to lodge at Mixersville, the weather 

is still quite cold, Ira ground corn in the after noon.

Thursday February 28th
Lovely day until four oclock it began snowing 

very hard, Cliff Miles moved on ythe Shirk fsrm

near Whitcomb to day.

Sat March 2d

Mr Howard & daughter Claudia here for dinner, 

on their way to church at Cedar.  Rachel & I 

also went, had good meeting, we drove up to 

Indias a little while after church, it is warmer now

and the roads are very muddy, India and the 

little boys came up and staid while Perry went

to lodge at Mixersville, I enjoyed their comeing,

Sam staid all night.

Sunday 3d
Ira & I went to church, Rachel sick not able to go,
lovely day over head, very muddy, tolerably fair

congregation,

We heard the sad news that Lizzie Sparks is 

very sick, they do not think she will live, I should

love to see her very much. Rev Howard and 

daughter here and staid all night, started for home

early Monday morning, enjoyed their comeing.

Monday 4th
Ira sold a horse to Ira Updike.

Tuesday March 5th
.. he bought a pair of Mules of Mr Boyles of Colters
Corner for $ 230, - very cold snowy March day.

Wednes March 6th
P. M. Perry came up to grind corn, India came 

along, had nice time, tolerably pleasant day.

Thursday P. M. 7th
Matt Jaques and Lide were here I was glad to see

them, god time.

It is quite muddy now Rachel went to lodge at Whitcomb.

Friday March 8th
I was at Indias and spent the day. I was not feeling

very well, have got a very sore throat now, had 

good visit. Perry went to Brookville in after noon.

Sat 9th
India here a while, She had been down to their 

sugar camp, they are going to make some molasses,

if the weather will permit.

Sunday March 10th
Very heavy rain last night, and still raining hard, 
dark and disagreeable, we spent the day at home,

I wrote a letter to cousin V. Muddell, read several

chapters in the testament, read the presidents

inaugural address, wrote a piece for the paper, 

sung some, talked some, and so on – did not rain

much in after noon, Ira went to see his girl, the wind

blew very hard all night, I did not sleep much felt

so uneasy.

March 12th P. M.
Ira, Rachel & I went down to Perrys sugar camp, 

had good time, we helped India what we could, 

Wednes morning India came up after me I went

with her down to other place, helped her with 

molasses, she brought me home in evening, 

enjoyed the day, we called at Mr Barbours and

gave Edith a can of Maple molasses, she is 

getting better, Ira went to Ben Mr Ben Smiths

to stay at night, he is very bad sick not expected

to live.

Sat 16th
Very beautiful day, I spent it at home, I enjoyed 

the sunshine, so many people passing the road
to day, Rachel came home in evening, John &

Sam here all night.

Tuesday P. M. 19th
Sister Lizzie brought Ellen Smolley here on a 

visit, she staid all night and next day till after 

dinner, Ira took her & I up to see Uncle Ben

Smith he is very bad sick, she staid there all

night. I enjoyed her visit here so well, it did me

good, Cliff Smolley has bought the store at 

Springfield and they are preparing to move 

there, hope they will do well.

Friday P. M. 22d

Rachel & I went to Whitcomb, we called to see 
Lizzie Hetrick on our way, she has been quite 

sick, also called to see Aunt Anna & Matts folks

and I done some trading at store.

Sunday 24th
Rachel & I attended church at Cedar, Elder 

Hackleman preached, he is a fine speaker and

singer, fair congregation – Ira went to night 

meeting, we are beginning to have nice weather,

and it seems spring like, I feel like being out of

doors.

Monday 25th
Rachel & I went to Lizzie B s Nelson dug up 
some roots for me, a rose of Sharon, and Syringa
bush, a white Lily, and so on; We called at Indias,

on our way home got some roots there, I want to

get lots of things set out in our own yard.

Thursday 28th
Ira took me to see Edith Barbour in morning, and

he went over to Whitcomb to get the mail.

I got a letter from cousin Verlinda, We all went to

Whitcomb at night, Rachel went to lodge, I staid

with Aunt Matt and Aunt Anna, nice time, the

roads are nice now.

Friday 29th
Our School taught by Mr Reifle closed to day, Ira

took him to the lodge at Mixersville last Tuesday 

night he came home with him, and staid all night,
he seems like a very nice young man – we 

enjoyed his comeing.

Sunday March 31st
Perrys folks here and spent the day had nice time, 

Mr Ben Smith is very bad sick, they do not think he

can live, he has been bad for several days, 

tolerably fair day.

Monday April 1st 1901

Ira took Rachel to Mr Miners in morning, she will

be gone a few days, I went with them to Mr Ben 

Smiths, staid a while Ira was gone, found

him very low, I was so glad I went they seemed
glad to have me come, Mrs Smith not very well, 

got sore throat, I feel for them in their trouble, 

late in the evening we heard that Mr Smith died 
about 2 P. M. There was a drunk man went by our

house, he lost his hat, and could scarcely walk 

to get it, he was in a buggy by him self, it was a

sad sight – 

Thursday 4th
Ira, Perry, and myself attended funeral of Uncle 
Ben Smith at Big Cedar, very large crowd, nice day,

Mr Howard conducted the service, Lyde Myers 

played the organ, interment at Maple Grove 

Cemetery.

Sat evening 6th
Ira & I went down to Whitcomb and spent the 

evening, nice time, Ray went to his grandma 

Goudies and staid all night.

Easter Sunday

We went to church at Cedar, Sermon by Rev 
Howard, theme resurrection, good sermon, they

organized the SS to day, Nelson & Lizzie Brady 

came home with us from church, enjoyed their 

visit, I wrote a letter to Sister Mary in the 

evening.

Thursday Apr 11th
We have had three nice days this week, Ira

and Perry plowed the garden to day, I 

planted seeds in the hot bed, Perry ground corn

to day. I had a nice chat with Ellen Smolley this

morning, she was going up to her old home, we 
had chicken for dinner to day; very good. George

Brady had lovely fires last evening we could see 

them so well from here, they were burning 

stocks. Ira went to Brookville to night, he is 

getting his teeth fixed over.

Rachel has not returned from her visit yet, 

little Sam staid here part of the time last week, 

and John was here two nights and one day 

this week, they helped me so much, I get very

tired, it seems like I cant stand it to work hard.

Friday Apr 12th
We made some garden, I helped the boys some, 

planted potatoes, lettuce, onions, radishes, peas,

Sat P. M.

Ira & Ray went to Brook. Ira got his teeth, thinks

they will be all right. Sat I was busy all day. I find

plenty to do, we just heard of E. H. Shirks death.

Sunday Apr 14th
Ira & I went down to Perrys, had not been there 

some time, I enjoyed my visit. Rachel came home

in evening, gone two weeks, I was glad to see her

back, I get lonesome when she is gone.

Monday 15th
I went and walked down to see Mrs Gilbreth, found
her some better, little John was here and he went 

with me that far and then went on home, had 

pleasant chat with Mrs Gilbreth and family, Mrs 

Samuels had gone to Whitcomb, I got very tired

walking.

Tuesday Apr 16th
I worked out of doors most all day, cleaned the
yard and worked in flower bed, lovely day, Ira

plowing, Ray set out Locust Sprouts, Rachel 

done big ironing and the other work.

Wednes 17th
We heard this morning that Matt Vanness a 

young man committed suicide by hanging, 

how sad.

Thursday 18th
Stormy day have had big rains this week, turning
cooler. Friday morning quite cool, but cloudy, Ira

& Ray went to Brook at night to a play.

Sat 20th
Cold with high winds froze some last night, 

I fear the fruit will be killed. Matt Vanness 

buried to day at Bethlehem, funeral at their

home, India and I here P. M.
Sunday 21st
A very disagreeable stormy day, it snowed most

all day, we spent all the day at home, it was to 

bad to venture out, I wrote two letters, and a 

piece for the Guide, read some – and so on –

Thursday morning 26th
Ira took Rachel out to her Uncle Ben Johnsons.
She returned Friday P. M. , India here a while 

Thursday eve, They are preparing to go to 

Mixersville Friday to lodge meeting, we are 

having delightful weather now after the storms.

Perrys have moved down to their lower place 

to stay awhile, went one week ago, I feel 

lonesome since they have gone, Perrys 

plowing is most all down there, and (?) it 

better to go down there awhile.

Sat 28th
Very lovely day, I made some garden in morning,
Rachel and I called at Mrs Lees in after noon did

not find them at home women folks had gone to 

Brookville, we went through the woods, gathered

wild flowers, they are so pretty now, Ira went to

Brook in afternoon, had letter from brother John

this week, was so glad to hear from him.

Sunday April 29th
Very pretty day, Rachel and I went to Cedar 
church, Mr Hackleman preached good sermon, 

very good congregation, In after noon Ira  and I

went down to Perrys awhile.

Sat evening May 4th
I am very tired this evening, Rachel & I have 

been very busy all week, I have done white 

washing and worked some in flower beds, 

also potted some plants, cleaned up trash in

chicken yard, Rachel made soap and cleaned

some house, washed, ironed, mended, and 

so on. I made India a sun bonnet.

Friday P. M.

Ira has been very busy working in corn, ground,
Ray helped Perry this week, very nice weather
now, roads are getting dusty.

Sunday May 5th
Rachel & I, attended church at Cedar Rev Howard
preached, fair congregation, lovely day, Lizzie 

Brady not well at this time, India, Perry and John 

here a while in evening,

Monday 6th
Rachel washed, I worked some in garden and yard,

good shower last night, every thing looks so lovely

now, the fruit trees are in full bloom, the forest 

trees are green, Ira went to Brook this morning to

pay our tax, he is very busy now, heard to day that

our Cousin Clara Jones is dead.

Tuesday May 7th
This would have been Johns birth day, I should 

love to have went to his grave to day, the time seems

so long since he died, but I know he is at rest, his

sufferings are over, I miss him oh so much, but I 

must be courageous, I must be strong, I will ----

Today at 2 o clock was the funeral of Clara Jones,

at the Universalist Church, I was dressed ready to
go and there came a hard rain just when it was time

to start, so I could not go, Nelson intended to take

me, I felt so disappointed, I pity the family very much,

she was an our cousin to my father.

Wednes 8th
We cleaned Iras room to day, ray washed the ceiling,

and Rachel and I done the rest, not a nice day, we are

having lots of rain now, Ira planted some corn to day.

Thursday 9th
It rained most of the day, farmers will be late getting

their corn in, I cut out a new calico dress for myself,

got it most made Rachel made the sleeves for me, 

got a letter from cousin Verlinda this week.

Friday we cleaned the kitchen not a very pleasant

day, has rained so much this week.

Saturday 11th
Lovely day, Ira went to Brook in after noon, got
flour. George and family started for Huntington Co

to day will stay in Muncie to night, expect to be 

gone two weeks, they called to see me a little bit

in the morning.

Sunday May 12th
Lovely morning, high wind all day, Rachel went to
Miners, I had company, Lide, Lee & Tine Jaques 

here, also Perrys family, I enjoyed their comeing

very much, Lee had just returned from

 Friday May 24th
Ira & Ray attended the Ben Smith Sale, lots of 

people there, big sale, Rachel went to lodge 

Thursday night with Mary & Will Miner.

Sunday May 26th
We all went to church at Cedar, not very pleasant
day, pretty good crowd, Sermon from Mr Chastain

of Ohio, Mr Hackleman also there, Wm & Lu Brady

came home with us from church, I enjoyed their

company.

Monday 27th
Ira took me down to Indias in morning, she had not
been very well, I spent the day, and she brought me

home in evening, we came by the old home, and 

got some things, when we got home found Lizzie

Brady and Aunt Amanda Brady here.

Aunt made me a nice visit, staid all night, and all

next day, Nelson came after her in evening, I 

enjoyed her visit very much, Rachel went to Mr 

Miners Tuesday morning, wants to attend 

commencement exercise at Mixersville, Rachel

returned home Wednes morning 29th
Ira & I went to Brook I got my bonnet fixed over
some

Sat June 1st
Rachel and I went down to church, worked some

in grave yard, and helped clean church, preparing

for decoration, nice day after so much rain, boys

are replanting corn.

Sunday June 2d

We attended church in morning at Cedar heard 
good sermon, decoration service at 2 P.M. –

address by Mr Carnes of Brookville, it was good,

I like to hear him talk, big crowd there, Cemetery

looked beautiful, this was Iras birthday, lovely day.

Tuesday 4th P. M.
Mrs Laura Hammer and little daughter Maud and

Mrs. Mary Goudie here, we enjoyed their comeing,

I gave them flower plants to set out.

Little Sam here to stay all night, glad to see him,

I have been working in my flower beds some this

week.

Wednes 5th
I planted some seeds in garden, India here a while
in morning nice chat with here, rained in afternoon.

Friday June 7th
Mrs Witt and daughter Ida called to see us, also 
Mrs Miners Lee, also India & Perry here a little, 

while all had nice,

Lee Jaques sent me a very pretty boquet this 

morning with Ira, and India brought me one of 

Peonas from the old home in the evening, they 

pleased me very much, Rachel and I have been 
setting out plants this week, I do want to have lots of

flowers this summer.

Sunday 9th
Rachel and I went down to Lizzies a while in evening

found them all at home, they were all tore up 

haveing their home painted inside, looks very nice, 

we had nice time, we called in the grave yard a 

while, I put the boquet of white peonas on John’s
grave which India gave me,

Lizzie gave me a nice ring, and Ethel gave us

flowers, very pretty.

Friday evening June 14th
We had two very hot days this week, a few showers,
some thunder and lightning, fine growing weather,

Mrs Mattie Crist here Monday P. M., the 10th got

two settings of eggs,

Frank Brooks here three days of this week doing

carpenter work, built chicken house and privy –

quite an improvement, I wrote three letters to day.

Ira went to Brook this afternoon, Perry and boys up

here this morning,

Gerley Brady over here a while in afternoon, 

Tuesday P. M. of this week, Rachel & I went to 

Whitcomb, called at Matts & Aunt Anna, Harvey

Jaques not well, I done some at store –

Sunday June 16th
We were at home all day, had company, George 
Bradys folks here to dinner, had nice visit with 

them, Ethel Brady and her friend Cozy Brundrige

here a while in afternoon, nice pleasant day.

Ira & Ray Goudie went to Whitcomb M. E. 

Church at night, to childrens meeting,

India & Sam here a while in evening, Sam 

staid all night.

Thursday 20th
Rachel went [to] lodge at Whitcomb with Becca 
Wasson, staid there all night. I have worked some

in the garden and yard this week, little John here
two nights, he mowed the yard foe me, done a 

good job for a little boy,

we have a fresh corn now, Rachel and I washed

bed clothes Friday.

Friday June 21st
We had a rain before they got dry, have had 

storms this week,

Sat 22d

Brother John & Lynn called a few minutes, hard 

storm just after they left, they have come to stay

a while at Lizzies, through the hot weather, 

Johns health is some better, India and boys here

in afternoon, glad to see them all, I hope the stay

will do John lots of good, poor brother I do wish he
could have better health –

Sunday 23d
Fair day, very warm, I thought I would attend 

church but did not feel much like going when the 

time came, Ray went to S.S. in morning, Ira and 

I spent the day at home, Sam here with us.

Monday 24th
Rachel returned in morning;
Brother John here and spent the day, I enjoyed

his visit, Ethel and Lynn came for him in evening,

the weather extremely hot.

Tuesday 25th
Ira & Ray helping Perry put up clover hay, very 

hot, mercury up to 104 – under the veranda, 

danger of sun stroke, the hottest day of the season

yet –

My red lilys are beautiful now, the white one is also

in bloom –

Sat 29th
The boys have been helping Perry put up clover 
hay all week, still very hot, Lynn Brady came up 

a while on his wheel yesterday morning.

Sunday June 30th 1901

Rachel & I, spent the day at Lizzie B’s, John & 

Lynn, George B’s family there, Perry came up a

while in afternoon, all had very nice time together.

I had letter from cousin Rate Stout in this month, 

still very hot weather –

Sat July 6th 1901

The men have been very busy in clover hay all 
week, and the women folks busy cooking and

doing other work, all very tired, weather still hot.

Mr Howard here for dinner, we were glad to have

him call, and in the afternoon Bert Jaques wife &

child here, I was glad to see them and their new 

baby, it is a very sweet little thing, about four 

months old – they spent the 4th at home.

Sunday 7th
Rachel & I went to church at Cedar, heard sermon

from Rev Howard, I do not enjoy his sermon very

well, he is smart, and all that, but he has a very 

insulting, overbearing way with him, that I, for one,

do not like, he does not take very well with the 

people generally, he has got it in his head that 

because he preaches the truth people do not 

like him, but he is mistaken, the Big Cedar folks

like the truth, but they don’t like his manner 

of presenting it; a letter of dismission was 

granted C Phenis today, very pleasant lovely 

day, somewhat cooler.
Monday 8th
Rachel worked in forenoon, we went to our neighbor,

Mr Phenis, did not find any body at home, called to 

see Mr Hyde as we went and came back and rested

a while got very tired.

Wednes July 10th
Rachel & I went to cousin Wm Bradys, found them 
both at home and glad to see us, I enjoyed my visit

very much indeed, had not been there for a long 

time, they live alone in their great big house, it must

be lonely for them –

Thursday 11th
India and family here, we had a good time, it 
seemed so long since India was here to spend

the day, the men have been so busy with the

horses.  It is still very hot and dusty.

Sunday 14th
Lizzie, Nelson, John & Lynn, were here and spent

the day, I enjoyed their company very much, there

was an old tramp here in after noon. I gave him 

cold coffee with lunch, Lynn was excited over 

the tramp – Sunday night we attended childrens

meeting at Big Cedar, good congregation, nice 

time.

Monday 15th
Ira & I went to Whitcomb in after noon, called to see

Bert’s wife and Rose, also called to see Aunt Anna, 

had pleasant time all around.

Tuesday 16th
Ira picked some cherries for me at father Stouts
old home place, Aunt Matt said we could have 

some, canned eight quts.
Thursday P. M.

Rachel and I at Indias, nice time, big rain.

Friday 19th
Harvey & Matt Jaques their daughter Rose, and

children were here and spent most of day, I enjoyed

their visit very much, we all had good time, Harveys

health is some better now, the weather is still very

hot.

Sat 20th
Perrys threshed down at the old home place. Ira & I
went down and helped, Becca Wasson, and Mrs

Ves Seal were there, got along all right, Rachel

staid at home till evening and then went to Mrs

Miners, we did not get home until after dark.

Sunday July 21st 1901

I spent the day at home, little Sam here, very hot

day mercury at 104 on the veranda. It is almost

suffocating, do hope it will soon turn some 
cooler.

Monday July 22

Rachel returned home in morning, extremely hot 

day, mercury 108 it is said to be the hottest day 

on record.

Wednes 24th
Rachel and I went calling in the afternoon, first 

went to Mrs Updikes, had pleasant chat, then 

went to Whitcomb, called at Matts and Aunt Annas,

and done some trading at store, Aunt is very 

feeble, she looks bad,

Thursday evening 25th
We all went to Whitcomb, Rachel went to lodge, 

and I went to see Aunt Anna, she is still very 

feeble, is in bed most of the time, it is still very 

hot, Ira is not very well.

Sat 27th
Rachel & I went down to Nelson to help cook 
for threshers, got along all right, very hot day, 

I was glad we could help them, there was a 

celebration at Springfield, Perrys folks went 

there.

Sunday 28th July

Rachel & I went to church at Cedar heard
good sermon from Mr Hackleman, he is a 

gifted speaker – 

Monday P.M. 29th
Mr Geiling threshed our wheat, got along all

right – brother John & Nelson…..

Tuesday 30th
In the afternoon there was an electrical storm
Mr Wm Templetons barn was struck by 

lightning and entirely consumed, I feel very

sorry for them, it did not storm but very little

here – Mrs Ellen Smolley called in the 

morning to inform us that Lizzie Sparks was 

dead, also Mrs Hannah is dead, our friends 
one by one are passing away, it is still very 

hot.

Wednes 31st
India here a while in afternoon, Rachel 
went to help Mrs Hyde and Becca get 

supper for threshers, little Same here,

Friday Aug 2d 1901

Rachel went home with Mrs Miner in 

evening.

Sat Aug 3
My birthday, brother John came up and 

spent the day with me, had nice time, 

it was his birthday also, I am just three 
years older than he is, Perry & Indias 
up made a little surprise for us in the  

evening they came up, all ready prepared 

and made ice cream and lemonade, Lizzie,

Nelson, and Lynn were also here, we had a 

very nice time, Ray Goudie was also here 

in time for supper. India brought nice cake 

I enjoyed their kindness, it pleased me 

very much.

Sunday Aug 4th
Rachel came home in morning – we 
went to church at Cedar, Mr Howard 

preached, he came home with us for 

dinner, Jo Brady and family were also 

here, had very pleasant time, Ray went 

away to day – little John here all night, 

Monday 5th
Johns birth day, we had fried chicken for
dinner, he and fam were both here, nice time.

Wednes Aug 7th
Ira hauling wheat to market this week 

got 65 cts per bushel – the trustee is 

repairing school house this week, putting 

on a new roof and so on – it is still very 

dry and the dust is deep, a little cooler at

this time – I recd a letter from sister Mary 

and Lide Eddelman last evening,

  In the evening brother John and Lynn came

to spend a few days with us, Lizzie & Nelson

are going to the Association, we are very 

busy this week, still dry, it is lots of work 

to carry water for the flowers and garden,

they are drying up so much.

Friday P.M. 9th
Rachel & I and India went down to grove

to help fix up the stand for farmers 

festival, several persons there,

Sat Aug 10th
day of festival, it rained a nice shower in 

morning, people went very early, it was 

very dusty but enough rain to settle it, 

pleasant day after all, we took lots of 

dinner and had several to eat with us, 

George Brady, Perrys folks, Joseph 

Shaffers, and us folks all put our dinner 

together, all seemed to enjoy it, and had 

good speaking and a good time generally,

nice music, the rain made it more pleasant 

I did think it might have rained the day 

before, but we have to take things as they

come, and try to make the best of 

everything.

Tuesday 20th
We are having plenty of rain now, it rains
so easy.

Wednesday 21st
India came up here in morning and 
wanted me to go down to the old home 

with her to get some things we had left 

there, Ira took the wagon and brought 

them home,

Friday 23d

Rachel & I went down to Whitcomb in the
afternoon, called to see Aunt Anna and 

Matts folks, Aunt is very feeble, she 

looks bad, I though her home looked so pretty

Mary had very pretty flowers in the yard, I 
met Mrs Samuels in the store, glad to see her,

I recd postal from Ora Lefler, that he and

Nettie, his wife were comeing on a visit.

Sat 24th Aug 1901

Or & Nettie Lefler came late in the evening,

drove through, had a nice drive, they 

visited friends at Muncie & New Castle 

on the way, we were glad to have them 

come they staid here until Monday P. M.,
went to down to Nelsons.  We all attended

church at Cedar Sunday the 25th lovely 

day, good congregation, Perrys folks came

home with us from church, all had nice 

time together.

Thursday 29th
Or & Nettie came back last evening, started

this morning for College Corner to visit 

Betha Miller, they expect to go to 

Cincinnati Friday and will start for

 home Sat, we enjoyed their visit very 

much – Rachel & I have been very busy 

this week putting up fruit, Ira went to 

College Corner today to attend Musical 

Congress – returned in evening, big 
crown there fine music, Carrie Nation was

there and talked a while,

Sat 31st
I spent the day with Aunt Anna, good time

Sunday Sept 1st 1901

Rachel & I went down to Perrys and spent 

the day, they had lots of company, I felt 

sorry that I happened to go on that day, 

but had right nice time.

Tuesday Sept 3d

I went and walked to Lillys helped her 
peel peaches, got tired walking home had

nice visit.

Thursday 5th
Ira took me down to Nelsons to 
spend the day, brother John & Lynn still

there, had nice time until after dinner. I

was helping Lizzie wash up the dishes, and

fell on the floor, it gave us all a big scare, 

they helped me up on to a chair.

I felt weak and bad, they sent for the Dr,

Ira came after me in the evening, I 

managed to get home, the Dr came after

dark,

Sunday 8th
We all spent the day at home, I am

still very poorly, the Dr comes every 

other day --
Sunday 15th
I have not felt like writing, have been poorly

all week. I have has lots of company, 

cousin Rate Stout came, Wednes eve 11th 

staid all night and next day, Ellen Smolley

came to and spent the day, Mary Gapen
intended to come, but was sick at Aunt

Annas, Sallie Wallings called a while in

evening of same day, relatives and friends

have all been good to come and see me,

Sunday 15th
Harvey & Matt Jaques called in morning

also Ira & Orie Updike, John & Nelson &

Lynn, Perrys folks, Mrs Lizzie Nutt &

children, were all here a while,

Monday 16th
I am still feeling better, Mrs Sarah Walling

called and spent the afternoon with me,

enjoyed her comeing, we had nice talk,

India here in evening, she comes to see 

me most every day,

The folks are all good and kind to me,
it is nice to have friends,

Tuesday 17th
letter from sister Mary,

Thursday 19th Sept 1901 – 

This is a lovely day, calm and bright, the
funeral service of our beloved president 

William McKinley will take place at Canton

Ohio today, he breathed his last Sat 

morning 14th , at 2.30 oclock – at 

Buffalo New York, where he had been 

shot by a fool anarchist, how cruel, what

a shame, that such a noble, good man 

should be so cruelly shot down, for no

cause, he has been a noble president, 

I do feel so sad that such a terrible 

calamity has come upon as a people
the way seems dark – I feel for Mrs 

McKinley, how sad, what a trial, 

May God help her, and bless her lonely
life.

Sat 21st Sept

John & Lynn went home today.  We threshed

clover it did not turn out very well, Becca 

Wasson helped Rachel, and India was here

and helped us. I am feeling some better,

so I can begin to do a little sitting work,

lovely weather now,

Sunday 22nd
Beautiful day, Mrs G Samuels was here 
and spent the day, I enjoyed her comeing

very much, we had nice time, I am better,

hope I will soon be well again – 

Monday 23d

I am not feeling so well now, Mrs Ellen
Smolley called in evening, also Becca

Wasson, Rachel washed and canned 

half bushel tomatoes I got from Mr 

Wamsley, also canned six qts of peaches

Sister Lizzie sent me.  We bought one

bushel of peaches from George Bs, they

have so many, and they have given me

some besides Lilly came one morning

and brought a bucket-full, and Gerly 
brought me some as he went to school,

and we traded pears with them for peaches.

Sunday 29th
I have been real poorly all week, scarcely
able to do anything – the weather is very

nice now, my flowers are still very pretty, this 
has been a nice day, Ira & Willie went to

church at Cedar Mr Hackleman preached,

Nelson joined the church and was baptised

yesterday, also Harry Golden and wife,

Tuesday Oct 1st 1901
This has been a lovely day, I am feeling 

some better, India here in afternoon, also

Mrs Doty & Mar Dawson called to see me,

we had nice time, glad to see them, 

Nelson & Lizzie were here last evening and

staid till bed time, I enjoyed having them

come, I recd a letter from brother John 

today, glad to hear from them, they reached

home in safety, Lynn is in school,

Oct 2d

Mrs Miner Lee called to see me, also India

came up in afternoon and brought her 

neighbor Mrs Willhelm to see me, she

is a very pleasant lady, I enjoyed her

acquaintance,
Sat Oct 5th
We had big frosts this week, I do hate to

see the flowers all killed down,

We are having lovely weather now, Mr 

Job A. Hockenberry was buried at Cedar
today, Ira went to funeral, I am very sorry

I did not visit them through the summer, 

the weather was so hot so much of the

time and I kept putting it off, I feel very 

sorry for Mary Ann, she will be so lonely,

sister Lizzie and Ethel called a while today,

Sunday Oct 6th
Lovely morning, Rachel went to Mr Miners,
Perrys folks came up and staid with us

I am getting some better, we all had good

time, Rachel returned late in evening, she

did not find her brothers at home and

went to Mr Johnsons – 

Tuesday 8th
Mrs Sarah Phenis called to see me in 
afternoon, had pleasant chat with her,

I enjoy having my neighbors and friends 

come, Rachel called to see Mrs Hyde a

while, Mr Howard called as he was on 

his way home, Mr John Smith buried

at Cedar today, it is just ten weeks 

since his wife died, --

Thursday 10th 1901

Becca Wasson & India came and 

helped Rachel clean two rooms, put new 

carpet down on front room, and took the

old carpet and put on Iras room, done a

big days work, I am so glad it is done. Ira

is hauling on the road.

Friday 11th
Lovely day, Lizzie Hetrick came and 

spent the day with me, I thought we had

a very nice visit together , she walked 

here and Laura came after her in evening.

Sat 12th
Very stormy bad day, Ira went to Brook in 

afternoon, I am not feeling so well today,

Sunday 13th
At home all day, am feeling some better,

Jerry Brady came to see me in morning,

Perry and Sam were here a while, also

Aunt Matt and Lee Jaques, glad to see

them all, in the evening I wrote a letter
to Nettie Lefler, tolerably fair day—

Monday 14th
Ira went to Brook after paint, we are
going to have our house painted on

outside, Sister Lizzie here a while in 
afternoon, Becca Wasson and Emma, and

Martha Hyde here in evening – I wrote 

letter to cousin Rate Stout in morning.

Tuesday 15th
Very nice morning the painters came to
begin house, three of them, worked all day

India & Perry here a while in morning,

Wednesday 16th
Men all here, nice weather – 

I received a letter from Sister Mary,

Sat 19th
We have had nice weather all week , the 

men have got along nicely with the 

painting, I am getting along pretty well

I can help a little about the work now,

Rachel has had a very busy time of it,

Lide & Tine Jaques were here a while in

evening,

Sunday 20th
Nice morning –

Rachel went to Mr Miners to spent the

day – Perrys folks were here and spent the

day. Matt & Harvey were here a while in 

morning, and in the evening Mrs Updike

& Orie were here a short time, pleasant

time all around, Lon Alveys son buried at

Cedar today,

Monday Oct 21st
Lovely day. The painters, Mr Skinner, 
Mr Hay & Mr Cites finished their job of

painting today at noon.  I think they have

done a good honest job of work. I am 

pleased with it, charged $1.65 a day, 

were six and a half days, also painted 
barn, house, and wood house roofs, -- 

total $60.29 –

They all seemed like very nice behaved

men, were all strangers to me – until they

came to work. Sister Lizzie was here a 

while in afternoon. Jerry and Ethel have

gone down in Ohio –

Tuesday evening 22d

India here a little while, she had been to
Whitcomb to get old Rose shod, Ira went

to office, I got a letter from brother John,
and one from Rose Jacobs, were pleased 

with them.

Oct Sat 26th
We have had lovely weather this week. Tis

Autumn and the leaves are dry and falling to

the ground.

My health is not improving very fast, the Dr

says it will take me some time to recover,

I feel sometimes like it is doubtful whether

I am ever much better than I am now. This 

has been such a lovely Summer & Fall, 

the flowers never looked prettier, the grass

never looked greener, and my children & 

friends never seemed dearer, to me than 

now, my home seems so comfortable, 

but how perishable are all earthly things, 

in one moment they can be taken from 

me, I have a hope of a brighter world 

than this, where there is no sorrow, and

where death can never enter, I hope to

meet all my loved ones there, never to

part, -- 

Sat evening late Mrs A Hockenberry came

to visit me, her granddaughter Anna Miller

brought her, I was glad to have her come,

she was always a good friend to me, I do 

so pity her in her loneliness and trouble,
many a good visit I have had in her home,
and they have visited us many times, we 

were always friends and have had pleasure

together, how sad that trouble must come

and home be broken up by death, but 

such will be the case, and we have to 

our trials bravely and courageously and try 

to be cheerful and make the best of 

things, and not go through life growling

and grumbling – 

Sunday Oct 27th 

Cloudy in morning,

Rachel & Mary Ann went to church at 

Cedar. Elder Thompson preached, good

congregation there, Mary A. went home 

with sister Lizzie, they will take her back
to Mt Carmel, where she expects to live

for the present, India here a while in 

evening, glad to see her, Mrs Hyde has a

new girl baby.

Oct

Lizzie & Nelson here in afternoon, very

nice time, 

The weather is delightful at present roads

in good condition, my health is improving

slowly, Rachel has been very busy this 
week cleaned little bed room one day, 

Friday P.M. Nov 1st
India and Mrs Ada Morin were here, also

Mr Lee’s daughter had pleasant time, Ira

hauled two loads of corn to Brook this 

week, got 15 cts per bushel, I recd letter

from Nettie Lefler.

Sat Nov 2d

Mrs Stalcup called to see me a short time,
she was going to attend church at Cedar,

I enjoyed her comeing very much, I wish

I was able to go to church, but I can

not go yet – nice day – John & Sam here
to stay all night.

Sunday Nov 3d

Rachel went to church to hear Mr Howard,
there were but few there, It began raining

about 2 P.M. – No meeting at night,

India & Perry here a while in evening, came

for the boys, very stormy and turnings colder,

enjoyed the comeing.

Yesterday the church voted the grave yard

moneys over to the cemetery association.

I think this was the best thing to do,

Monday Morning 4th
Mr Howard called a while, I was glad to see

him, he was on his way home, very 

disagreeable morning, quite cold – 

Wednes P.M. 6th

 Harvey & Matt here a while in 

morning. Mrs Nancy Jaques is at their 

house sick, Aunt Anna is also very 

poorly now, Jerry & Ethel here a while in

afternoon, and late in the evening India &

Perry came, was glad to see them all.  I

love to have all my friends come to see me,

My health is still improving.

Monday 11th
Rachel done washing today, very high
wind all day, rather unpleasant, Mrs 

Charlie Barbour & daughter Edith called

to see me in afternoon, I enjoyed their 
stay very much, I do appreciate good

kind friends, I know I do –

Tuesday 12th
Rachel cleaned the kitchen, rained some
last night, tolerably fair day.

Wednes 13th

in afternoon, I enjoyed their comeing –

Thursday 14th
Ira went to Brookville and I 

went with him as far as Whitcomb, spent

the time with Aunt Anna, had a nice visit, 

met several friends there, Aunt is very 

feeble now, but she went out to her meal,

she is so nervous, I pity her.  My health is

still improving --  I recd letter from cousin

Lu Brady this week, in which she gave a

very interesting account of their trip to

Colorado in Sept last, Ira is very busy 

in our corn now.

It has turned colder but still very dry, 

we have had a very little snow, begins

to seem like Winter, Ira helped George

McNutt raise a new building this morning 

Nov 16th
Sunday Nov 17th
Very nice day, still dry, I spent the day

at home, Rachel went over to George Bradys

in afternoon did not find anyone at home, 

Perrys came up in evening, brought us 

some pop corn.  Rachel popped some

for us and we all had a feast and a good

time.

Lizzie & Nelson went to Reily to B. 

Church – Susie Brady was immersed,

Tuesday evening 19th
John & Sam here and staid all night,

Sunday 24th
Rachel & I went to church at Cedar, 
A Mr Beedle preached, fair 

congregation, rather unpleasant day, 

looked like storm, Cousins Wm & Lu

Brady came home with us from church,

I enjoyed their stay very much, I wore 

my new cloak and hat today which India
selected for me, cloak cost $12.50—

and hat $3.25 – got them at Brookville,

I got my old hat trimmed up and 
presented it to Becca Wasson, she 

seemed very thankful for it, and I felt

glad to give it to her, it is real charity

to help her, for she tries so hard to help 

herself.  Ira has been helping some of the

neighbors shred fodder this week,
Monday 25th P. M.

Men shredded fodder here, we had 

one hundred shocks, they were here 

for supper, went from here to George

McNutts, India came and helped us, 

it looked very much like storm, but

held up.  I was glad, although we need

rain, hope it will come soon, our 

cistern had been dry for several days.

Becca Wasson and Mrs Hydes three
